On January 5, 2009, Drumore Township Supervisors estab-
lished the following Open Records Policy to comply with the new
Open Records Law, Act 3 of 2008 (Right to Know).

Open Records Officer

The township hereby designates Sharon Roth, Secretary-
Treasurer, as the township Open Records Officer.

General

All documents deemed public records shall be available for
inspection, retrieval, and duplication at the Municipal Building
during the established office business hours of Tuesday,
Wednesday, Friday 9:30 a.m. to 12:00 p.m.

Requests

Requests shall be made in writing to the township Open Re-
cords Officer on a form provided by the township.

Fees

Paper copies shall be 25 cents per page per side. The certifica-
tion of a record is $1 per record. Specialized documents includ-
ing, but not limited to, blue prints, color copies, and non-
standard sized documents shall be charged the actual cost of
production. If mailing is requested, the cost of postage will be
charged. The township shall require prepayment.

Response

The township shall make a good-faith effort to provide the re-
quested public record as promptly as possible. The Open Re-

cords Officer shall cooperate with those requesting records to

review and/or duplicate original township documents while taking

reasonable measure to protect township documents from the
possibility of theft, damage, and/or modification.

The Open Records Officer shall review all written requests for
access to public records. As soon as possible, but no later than

five business days after receiving a written request to access pub-

lic records, the Open Records Officer shall respond to such re-

quests in writing consistent with Act 3 of 2008, the Right-to-Know

Law.

If access to a record is denied, the response shall include a rea-
son for denial as stipulated in Act 3 of 2008, the Right-to-Know
Law.

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Winter Road

Snow and ice control is often the single largest cost item in the
maintenance budget for our roads. For this reason, and because of
its impact on public safety and mobility, snow and ice control de-
serves special attention from everyone.

The common standard for snow and ice control on roads is removal
as soon as possible to provide safe roads. A snow storm affects the
entire community. It seems as though the public is less tolerant of
failure in snow and ice control than in any other road department
function.

There are roughly five major kinds of winter storms. Each requires a
somewhat different approach as listed below ()

Storm Condition 1:

TemperaturefiNear 30°  Precipitationfisnow, sleet or freezing rain
Road SurfacefiWet Actionii Apply salt or deicing materials. If snow
or sleet continues and accumulates, plow and salt again. If rain
continues to freeze, reapply salt.

Storm Condition 2:

TemperaturefiBelow 30° or falling  Precipitationfisnow, sleet or
freezing rain  Road SurfacefiWet or sticky ActionfiApply salt first.
As snowfall continues and accumulates, plow off and repeat salt
application. If freezing rain, apply salt or anti-icing materials as
needed.

Storm Condition 3:

TemperaturefiBelow 20° and falling  Precipitationfidry snow
Road SurfacefiDry ActionfiPlow as soon as possible. Do not apply
salt. Continue to plow as necessary. Spot treat wet, packed or icy
areas with heavy salt applications.

Storm Condition 4:

TemperaturefiBelow 20°  Precipitationfisnow, sleet or freezing
rain Road SurfacefiWet ActionfiApply salt at heavier rate. If snow
or sleet continues and accumulates, plow off and re-salt. If tempera-
ture starts to rise reapply salt, wait for salt to react before plowing
and then continue until safe pavement is obtained.

Storm Condition 5:

Most of our snow storms occur under conditions 1, 2 or 3, but
variations in temperature, precipitation, pavement or other fac-
tors are common and it is important to use initiative and imagi-
nation in coping with unforeseen problems. Timing is crucial in
applying salt. Ideally, salt should be spread as soon as the storm
begins in order to prevent bonding of snow and ice to the pave-
ment. The salt will produce a brine or keep the snow mealy, al-
lowing for efficient plowing. The melting action of salt applied
early in a storm works from the pavement surface up so snow
and ice do not form a hard pack.

There are no easy answers or solutions with snow and ice con-
trol because there are too many variables. Snow and ice control
is a very complex issue and we try to keep up with the best
weather information available.

Salt is usually applied at the rate of 300 to 800 Ibs per two-land
mile. As the temperature drops, either the quantity of salt or the
frequency of application needs to be increased. Ideally, with any
deicer at the end of the storm the material should be completely
used. Since storm forecasting is not precise, some residue may
remain on the roads after the storm. That residue, if not blown
off or washed away, will be effective in preventing bonding of ice
and snow in the next storm.

At the date of this writing (Jan 12, 2009) our road crew has been
out for eight storms this season. All were salting events with no
plowing. With our four trucks, we have applied an estimated 480
tons of salt and anti-skid material to the roads and traveled over
560 miles with no accidents or breakdowns. And the Road De-
partment feels a keen obligation to the traveling public in Dru-
more Township!
