POLICE DEPARMENT UPDATE 

 

 

The East Cocalico Township Police Department continues to 

expand and improve it’s capabilities to better serve the Co-

calico Community. 

 

 

Within the past year, the department has put in to service a 

“Total Station” to enhance our crash investigation and recon-

struction efforts. This instrument is essentially a computerized 

theodelite, enabling officers to pinpoint the specific locations 

of important landmarks or objects. The data is then 

downloaded into a computer program, producing detailed 

scaled drawings of the crash scene. Officers David Fisher and 

Christopher Progin have received extensive training in the use 

of the Total Station. In addition to its use in vehicle crash re-

construction, the Total Station can also be used in the area of 

Crime Scene Investigations. The Department’s Forensics In-

vestigator, Officer Larry Miller, is also capable of putting the 

unit to use. 

 

In August 2007, the department began to use mobile com-

puters in patrol cars. These units are invaluable aids in provid-

ing the officers with access to various law enforcement data 

bases, from the Federal to state to local levels. Digital photo-

graphs, warrant information, driver’s records, criminal history, 

and municipal ordinances are just a few of the things available 

to officers in the field by means of a secure high-speed con-

nection. 

 

This past summer, the department also re-entered the field of 

commercial vehicle enforcement through MCSAP – the Motor 

Carrier Safety Assistance Program. The MCSAP is a Federal 

grant program that provides financial assistance to States to 

reduce the number and severity of crashes and hazardous ma-

terials incidents involving commercial motor vehicles (CMV). 

The goal of the MCSAP is to reduce CMV-involved crashes, 

fatalities, and injuries through consistent, uniform, and effec-

tive CMV safety programs. The Commonwealth of Pennsyl-

vania is a participant in this program, which enables state and 

municipal law enforcement officers to undergo training in mo-

tor carrier safety programs. Officer Roger Kreisher completed 

the basic courses this summer, and has carried out a number of 

safety inspections on commercial vehicles in the field. 

 

 

The departure also acknowledges the departure of two officers, 

Joseph Fisher and John DePaul. Both served with the depart-

ment since 1995, and we wish them the best in their future en-

deavors.
