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Appendix B and Transportation Improvement Plan (TIP) Explanation

This Appendix contains funded and unfunded project listings that cover the period from 2009
through 2035. The 2009-2012 Highway and Transit TIPs are included and are further described
below.

The highway and transit TIPs appearing in this Appendix were adopted by separate action by the
Lancaster County Transportation Coordinating Committee (Metropolitan Planning Organization/
MPO) at the same meeting the Long-Range Transportation Plan was adopted. The TIPs are devel-
oped and adopted in an open, public process.

The TIP, a federally required listing of projects to receive some amount of federal funds, is updated

every two years and covers a four-year period. The sole responsibility to update and modify the TIP
resides with the MPO. TIPs are modified and change regularly through administrative actions and

amendments.

Projects move off the TIP as they are completed or if a project proves infeasible from a funding or
environmental standpoint.

Comment

If Lancaster County is going to become more accessible to bicycling and walking, bicycle and
pedestrian needs must be more than a small part of the transportation plan and the County’s
overall Smart Growth Program. This applies to both new communities and retrofits of exist-
ing communities.

Response

This plan supports the 2004 Lancaster County Bicycle and Pedestrian Transportation Plan
and its vision and goals. Significant cooperation will be required of individual municipalities
in the implementation of those goals. Municipalities control the street design of development
and redevelopment through their subdivision and land development ordinances.

Comment
Intercity bus service is needed in Ephrata.

Response
RRTA currently serves Ephrata with its Route 11 service from Lancaster City to Downtown

Ephrata and the Ephrata Wal-Mart.

Comment

There should be more transit hub connections between industries. Many shift workers are
reliant on RRTA, but the buses don’t come frequently enough or at the right times. There
should be more routes with more frequent service using smaller buses.

Response
RRTA is developing its own transporation plan concurrent to this update of the County’s
LRTP. Bus routes are being evaluated as part of this planning effort.

Comment
The LRTP should define structurally deficient bridges better.

Response
A definition of Structurally Deficient is included on page 61.

Comment
Communities for those aged 55+ in the Strasburg area are not being served by transit.

Response
RRTA does not currently provide transit service into Strasburg Borough. Transit routes are
reevaluated on a continuous basis and may be modified if proper conditions are present.

Comment
Trucks are increasingly using PA 741 and PA 896 to avoid using US 30 and the intersection



in Gap. PA 741 and 896 are also used by area tourists, creating traffic congestion. The heavy
trucks have an impact on the older, historic homes in Strasburg Borough. PA 741 has been
designated as a collector road in the LRTP. It should not be a collector.

Response

The plan delays the major project on US 30 (PA 896 to PA 41) but shows a short-term proj-
ect between PA 41 and PA 772, that includes both intersections. This short-term project will
provide relief in the most congested part of the larger corridor, and should help reduce the

number of vehicles using PA 896 and PA 741 to avoid US 30.

Comment

One lane roads for Amish buggy use should be created.

Response

This idea may be appropriate in certain specific locations where accommodating buggies on
the roadway is not possible or unsafe. However, it is generally preferable to accommodate all
roadway users within one right-of-way on a properly designed roadway.

Comment
Keeping heavy traffic volumes on PA 23 will destroy the villages through which the road
passes.

Response

The Draft Environmental Impact Statement (EIS) for the PA 23 project will be released in
2008/2009. This Draft EIS will evaluate all impacts of the three alternatives that were stud-
ied: No-Build Alternative, Two-Lane Bareville Alternative, and Two-Lane Southern Alterna-
tive. Both the Bareville Alternative and the Southern Alternative propose new roadways that
will bypass portions of PA 23 and the villages located along it.

Comment

The interchange at US 30 and Centerville Road should have a new west-bound on-ramp
constructed. Another constraint at this interchange is the fact that the bridge is only two
lanes.

Response
Congestion along Centerville Road in the vicinity of US 30 is well documented. This project
is funded in the Plan beginning in 2017.

Comment
The Dillerville Yard relocation project should include soundwalls to protect adjacent proper-
ties.

Response
It is the understanding of LCPC staff that the project sponsor is considering noise mitigation
measures as part of the relocation/expansion project.



Comment
Congestion should be managed, not necessarily reduced. Some congestion is good.

Response

Agreed. It is not always possible or preferable to reduce congestion. This plan seeks to provide
an appropriate amount of congestion reduction to support continued economic productivity
and mobility in the County.

Comment
Implementation of high-speed internet access throughout the County is important to allow
businesses to use telecommuting as an alternative for their employees.

Response
The LCPC staff agrees with this comment, however, internet access is beyond the scope of

this LRTP.

Comment
The transportation system needs to utilize technology such as cameras at intersections, web-
based traffic monitoring, etc.

Response
The plan supports Intelligent Transportation Systems (ITS), and specifically mentions them
in Strategy 1 of Goal D.

Comment

Why has Europe not been impacted the way the US has? Their systems have always had
connectivity between city and rural communities. You could get from anywhere to anywhere
anytime without a car. We need to adapt. You have addressed the issues, now, can they be
resolved.

Response

This LRTP is an attempt to begin to resolve the noted issues. The LRTP’s Goals and Strate-
gies support the need to connect modes and provide transportation alternatives other than
the passenger vehicle.

Comment
The transportation system should not affect land, water, historic, cultural resources in a nega-
tive way. These are the essence of our sense of place.

Response

This LRTP is a part of the overall Lancaster County Comprehensive Plan, Envision. As such,
it respects the treasured resources of the County identified in Balance and Heritage and seeks
to preserve and enhance them. Goal E and its associated strategies specifically address this
issue.



Comment

Walkable communities are important. To achieve them, keep trucks and through traffic out
of boroughs (existing walkable communities of the past). Shopping and services should be
centrally located so that they can be biked to or walked to from residential areas.

Response
Walkable communities are supported throughout the goals and strategies of the LRTP.

Comment
Please improve bus service as this will be the major source of transportation for many new
people thanks to gas prices.

Response
The LRTP supports the public transportation services provided by RRTA. Increased routes
and buses will be added to the system as needs arise and funding is available.

Comment

A major component of the plan needs to be additional funding,. It is going to become a lot
more expensive to maintain the system since we wait too long to do maintenance. Convinc-
ing the public to properly fund transportation needs be one of the top priorities of this plan.
A good plan without adequate funding will not work.

Response
Funding all transportation projects meriting implementation has always been a challenge.
That challenge is increasing as the LRTP notes in the Financial Plan section.

The Vision, Goals, Strategies, and Action section of the draft LRTP includes the following
strategy: “Develop safe and convenient bicycle and pedestrian accommodations for every

type of trip and for all levels of ability.”

Comment from Donald R. Morgan, Jr. in email of 16 May 2008:
Mr. Morgan recommends that the responsible government agencies get semi-truck traffic on
the railways and use smaller trucks for local deliveries.

Response:
The Vision, Goals, Strategies, and Action section of the draft LRTP includes the following
strategy: “Support ongoing improvements to the county’s rail freight infrastructure.”

Comment from Charles Few in email of 16 May 2008:
Mr. Few recommends that Lancaster County begin planning a “beltway” around the central
part of the County.

Response:

The Vision, Goals, Strategies, and Action section of the draft LRTP includes two strategies
that relate to this comment. One is “Develop a transportation investment prioritization pro-
cess to support County and municipal land use goals.” The second is “Target transportation
investments to support appropriate growth and development of Urban Growth Areas.”

Comment from R. Moyer on Review and Comment Sheet printed from website and post-
marked 28 April 2008:
Mr. Moyer recommends that Lancaster County does not try to accommodate new residents

here by building superhighways.

Response:
The Vision, Goals, Strategies, and Action section of the draft LRTP includes the following
strategy: “Target transportation investments to support appropriate growth and development

of Urban Growth Areas.”

Comment from Ben Bamford in email of 27 May 2008:

Mr. Bamford requests that the three projects related to Harrisburg Pike/Crossings devel-
opment shown on the FFY 2007-2010 TIP also be included on the FFY 2009-2012 TIP.
(MPMS #5 80930, 80931, and 80932)



Response:
Staff will recommend to TTAC/MPO that these three projects be included in the 2009-2012
TIP.

Comment from Gail Anderson via Telephone call on 23 May 2008:
Ms. Anderson recommends that bridge decks be designed so users can see through them to
the creek/stream/river below.

Response:

The Vision, Goals, Strategies, and Action section of the draft LRTP includes the following
strategy: “Apply transportation design standards that consider community and environmental
impacts through incorporation of context-sensitive solutions into projects.”

Comment from Mark Ritter on behalf of The Lancaster Chamber of Commerce & Indus-
try (LCCI) before the public meeting at Farm and Home Center on 22 May 2008:

Mr. Ritter noted the rapidly changing economic environment for transportation as the price
of fossil fuels has risen to historic levels. The LCCI agrees with the priorities as outlined

in the Plan, but it also believes that we need to do more in the area of funding. The LCCI
strongly suggests that LCPC conduct a more focused planning effort on developing the
needed funding to create a modern transportation system that will include added empbhasis to
inter-modal coordination.

Response:

The Financial Plan section of the draft LRTP notes that “Additional new initiatives at the
County and local levels may be necessary to increase the County and local investment in
transportation.” The draft LRTP goes further and lists some possible new sources of funding,.
LCPC is committed to working with LCCI and other stakeholders to develop new sources of
transportation funding, and to improve the connectivity among the various forms of trans-
portation.



Written Comments and Responses
provided during the 30-day public review and comment period
May 1 - May 31, 2008

Comment from York County Planning Commission in letter of 4 June 2008:

These comments reflect common considerations that impact both counties and information
from the update of the York County Long-Range Transportation Plan, which is currently
underway.

The airport hazard areas for the Donegal Springs Airpark and McGuinness Field airport
include portions of York County. The draft York County Long-Range Transportation
Plan has identified the need to work with municipalities within airport hazard areas to
establish airport hazard zoning district overlays. The York County Planning Commis-
sion intends to work with Hellam and Lower Windsor Townships and Wrightsville Bor-
ough toward the establishment of airport hazard zoning overlays for the areas affected
by both these airports.

The York County Transit Subcommittee, as part of the County’s draft 2009-2035 Long-
Range Transportation Plan process, identified the future need to provide express bus
service between York and Lancaster counties. Lancaster County may want to evaluate
including this type of effort or project as a future consideration for Red Rose Transit
Authority, as well. This action could be considered as part of the park and ride recom-
mendations identified on page 89.

The current Lancaster Urbanized Area extends into York County. Through an MOU
between the Lancaster and York Area Metropolitan Planning Organization (MPOs),
YAMPO performs the required transportation planning task on behalf of the Lancaster
Area Transit Authority. This information is not mentioned in the Plan. Additionally,
has there been any consideration given to extending the agreement or re-evaluating the
MOU when a new Urbanized Area is identified after the 2010 census?

To reduce the funding gap of transportation projects, Lancaster County Officials may
want to consider the following funding sources or opportunities: Municipal Traffic
Impact Fee Ordinances, Community Development Block Grants, Heritage Program
Funding for historic bridges, Hazard Mitigation Grants, and the update of municipal
ordinances to require proper right-of way or improvements.

Response:
These are all valid comments that will be addressed in the final version of the LRTP.
