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The Lancaster County Long Range Transportation Plan sets 
direction for decision-making and investment strategies through the 
year 2035. The Plan’s policies and projects will advance Envision, 
the county’s overall comprehensive plan.  
 
The Plan’s development is being guided by a 40+ member Update 
Task Force, co-chaired by West Lampeter Township Manager Ray 
D’Agostino and M&T Bank’s Jay Puschak. Additional input will also 
come through three “regional outreach forums” across the county, 
as well as from targeted outreach to such groups as the Plain, 
Latino, and business communities. 
 
The planning process also features a Transportation Summit in the 
first quarter of 2008 featuring a nationally known keynote speaker, 
and workshops designed to help identify Plan implementation 
strategies.  
  
The updated Plan will include a financial element to ensure that both anticipated 
revenues and project costs mesh over the twenty-five year planning horizon. 
The updated plan will coincide with the development of the 2009 Transportation 
Improvement Program. 
 
The update is being led by the Lancaster County Planning Commission. The 
final updated Plan will be completed by June 2008.
