PROVIDENCE TOWNSHIP TAKES OWNERSHIP OF THE 
ENOLA LOW GRADE RAIL LINE 

On Monday, July 28, 2008, Providence Township along with five other municipalities 
were granted ownership of the Enola Rail Corridor from Conestoga to Atglen.   
Providence Township was granted ownership of 245 acres of property within its 
boundaries as well as 39 acres of land in Quarryville Borough.  In the next several 
months, officials will be meeting to formulate discussions regarding the future of the 
Enola line. The Township has assembled a committee of Township residents to     
formulate ideas for the use of the rail line.   

IT IS IMPORTANT TO NOTE THAT MOTORIZED VEHICLES  
ARE NOT PERMITTED ON THE RAIL LINE.   

The Pennsylvania State Police will be monitoring the rail line for violators.  The 
Township will prosecute offenders to the full extent of the law. 

BUILDING/FACILITIES COMMITTEE 
At the direction of the Board of Supervisors, a Building/Facilities committee 
was formed in January of 2008. The committee’s task was to review and 
assess the current township facilities with regard to use, condition and 
appropriateness to current and, to the extent possible, future functions and 
needs. The committee was comprised of township residents who expressed an 
interest in the work. Fortunately the members brought various degrees of 
knowledge of the building, facilities and construction industry as well as a 
history of the township to the committee.  The members are Dan Fichtner, 
Chairman, Ron Snyder, Vice Chairman, Rick Rankin, Secretary, Paul 
Hollinger, John Kirk and Greg Collins. Over the subsequent months the 
committee reviewed conditions, made observations, and commented based on 
professional opinion and history and experiences as residents. The township 
staff was surveyed to obtain their input and the Supervisors met with the 
committee on a regular basis. The committee members traveled individually to 
a number of area townships of similar size to Providence to interview their 
staffs and compare buildings, facilities, uses, organizational structure and 
functions and reported back to the whole. The committee also reviewed 
building design plans for a new Township office developed at the request of a 
previous board.
